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The Oregon Parenting Education CoIIaborativeéOPEC) is @ multi-year initiative supported by The
Oregon Community Foundation (OCF), The Ford Family Foundation, the Meyer Memorial Trust,
and The Collins Foundation in partnership with Oregon State University. OPEC supports expanded
access to best practice parenting education programs, with a focus on programs reaching
parents of children prenatal to age six (although OPEC grantees serve families with children of
all ages), as well as efforts to develop and strengthen regional parenting education “Hubs.”

OPEC s unique in its collaborative, foundation-led approach in building a statewide
infrastructure for parenting education through community-based non-profits and public
agencies. The initiative was launched in July 2010. In 2018-2019, there were 15 regional
parenting Hubs serving 32 Oregon counties and Siskiyou County, California. In addition, Programming Grants have been
awarded from 2010-2019 to the expand access to best practice parenting education programs, particularly funding
culturally-specific programs and enhanced partnerships with the healthcare community.
